Eligibility

• Plan to continue their education after graduation at a post-secondary school, which 
includes career training schools.

•A $500.00 scholarship will be awarded for the first year of post-secondary education 
•Eligibility is restricted to special education students in the current graduating class of       
Bethel Park High School 
•Complete an application and submit to the Bethel Park Guidance Office by April 1,  
2011. 
•All information provided on the application form must be typed or printed in black or 
blue ink and must be clear and legible. 
•The Scholarship Committee will select the recipient of the scholarship.
